For many years I actually thought that Amber, except for the animals, meant Fred
Harvey. I couldn't help thinking how boring and dull it must be to go 1nto one of
Fred's establishments and be faced with nothing but Amber glassware on the tables.
On the other hand, tables in the display at Convention that were set mainly in Cry-
stal with Amber pieces for accent were truly beautiful., Then I read in.several
issues of the Helsey News that Heisey soid more Crystal than Amber to Fred -- turns
out that Fred not only served good wholesome food; he set a lovely table, too!
